Children who have 

completed this will work on the Read, 

Write, Inc. spelling program and 

Accelerated Reader. 

Please continue to read with your 

child at home to help them become a 

fluent reader and earn dojo points 

and reading stars in school.  

In writing, children will be focusing on 

re-telling stories such as Goldilocks 

and the Three Bears and writing 

non-chronological reports on the 

changing seasons. 

Maths 

We follow the White Rose Maths 

Scheme and will use this alongside 

practical resources to learn about 

Place Value and Shape.
