Our History challenge question is:
How did Winston Churchill lead Britain through war? 
During this unit of work we will explore the key events of WW2, which countries were the allies and axis and how it affected Britain. We will look deeper into evacuation, the Blitz and rationing. We will discover how women were important in WW2 and we will understand how propaganda was used during this time.

Our challenge question in Science this term is… 
How are living things grouped and classified? 
We will group organisms depending on their features and build upon our previous knowledge of their characteristics.
We will learn how to group plants and learn about a scientist called Carl Linneaus. We will investigate micro-organisms and learn about how and where they grow. We will then use our observation skills to discover which types of living things are in our area.
 Our Challenge question in Art and Design will be:

Why is working with oil paint or acrylic paint so different? 

We will learn about the quick drying of the acrylic paint and its ability to blend easily and compare this to the slow drying of the oil paint making it easier to layer.
We will test both types 
of paint and improve our
skills and technique.
